Scout Oath:  

Forrest:  Scouts please join me in reciting the Scout Oath.

Mr. Williamson:  Thank you.  Please be seated


I now declare this court of honor convened to present the Eagle Scout award to Jordan Whitlock.

Scout Segment:  (Nathan, Cameron, and Eric join Forrest up front)

Nathan:  The Scout Oath is a very clear statement of good citizenship.  In it are the four great duties of life:  duty to God, duty to country, duty to others, and duty to self.  For everything we receive, there are things we must give.  As we try to do our best to live the Scout Oath, let us think about these duties.

Cameron:  Duty to God.  What is a Scout’s duty to God?  Belief in God, yes.  Obedience to His basic commandments and the larger commandment of brotherhood?  Yes, but more than these, the real man keeps himself in conscious harmony with God and with God’s other creatures.  In doing their duty to God, Scouts extend to other faiths the same courtesy, consideration and respect that they expect for their own.

Eric:  Duty to country.  What is a Scout’s duty to his country?  To obey her laws?  Yes.  To respect her institutions?  Yes, but more--to as willingly live for America as thousands of patriots have been eager to die for America.  To die for one’s country calls for supreme courage, but to live right, to produce, to help, to save, to obey the nation’s laws, to live the Scout Law day after day requires courage, also.

Forrest:  Duty to others:  What is a Scout’s duty to others?  What do they have a right to expect of a Scout?  That he shall be friendly, yes.  That he shall be fair, yes, but more than that, people know that the Scout promise to do a good turn daily means that the Scout helps others as he would want them to help him.  He does this with no thought of return, just for the pleasure of doing it as a good citizen.

Nathan:  Duty to self.  What is a Scout’s duty to himself?  He needs to grow--in stature, in strength, in knowledge and wisdom--to grow into greater value and usefulness and skill.  The last words of the Scout Oath clearly point to a balanced duty to self:  “Keep myself physically strong, mentally awake and morally straight”  Only when he does can he have the full measure of fun, happiness and joy from living.

Eagle Segment

Mr. Wiliamson:  Jordan’s Scoutmasters will till tell us more about what it means to be an Eagle Scout.

Mrs. O‘Guin:  It is important to reflect on what it means to be an Eagle Scout.  Let’s look at some of the things he has done in preparing to be an Eagle Scout.


In terms of badges, he has earned the Scout badge and the ranks of Tenderfoot, Second Class, First Class, Star, Life and finally, Eagle.  He earned 12 required merit badges and nine elective merit badges.  He served in troop leadership positions for a minimum total of 16 months, and spent at least 13 hours on service projects, not including the hours spent on his Eagle Scout service project.  In all, he has completed approximately 325 requirements.


So what have these requirements taught him?  Who is the Eagle Scout?

Mr. Ruckle:  First, he is an outdoorsman.  He knows how to camp, swim, hike, use wood tools, build a fire.  He’s spent at least 20 days and nights camping in a tent he pitched, many times planning his own menu and cooking his own food.  The Eagle Scout is comfortable with nature.


He embodies the Scout motto, “Be Prepared”  The Eagle Scout is a good citizen.  He knows how to manage his money and time.  He has set goals and worked toward achieving those goals.  The Eagle Scout has also set and worked toward fitness goals.  He’s a good family member.


All of these things he did in order to earn the merit badges required for Eagle.  Beyond those, Jordan earned 14 elective merit badges which introduced him to such subjects as weather, aviation, cooking, archery, and geology.


So, what is an Eagle Scout?  He is a young man who is qualified to help others as well as take care of himself.  His badge is not a decoration, but rather a symbol of knowledge and ability.

Mr. Williamson:  Jordan, please come forward.  (he does)   Mr. Pilkinton will now deliver the Eagle charge and administer the Eagle Scout Promise.

Eagle Charge and Promise

Mr. Pilkinton:  I have the honor to give you the Eagle Scout Chart on the occasion of your elevation to the highest award in Scouting.


The Scouts of all nations constitute one of the most wholesome and significant movements in the world’s history.  You have been judged by the Boy Scouts of America as being worthy of this honor.  All who know you rejoice in your achievement.


Your position, as you well know, is one of honor and responsibility.  You are a marked man.  As an Eagle Scout, you have assumed a solemn obligation to do your duty to God, to country, to your fellow Scouts, and to mankind in general.  This is a great undertaking.  As you live up to your obligations you bring honor to yourself and to your brother Scouts.


America has many good things to give to you and your children after you; but these good things depend for the most part on the quality of her citizens.  Our country has had a great past.  You can help make the future even greater.


I charge you to undertake your citizenship with solemn dedication.  Be a leader, but lead only toward the best.  Lift up every task you do and every office you hold to the high level of service to God and to your fellow man.  So live and serve that those who know you will be inspired to finer living.  We have too many who use their strength and their brains to exploit others and to gain selfish ends.  I charge you to be among those who dedicate their skills and ability to the common good. 
Will all the Eagle Scouts in the audience to stand at this time and rededicate themselves by repeating the Eagle Scout Promise with our new Eagle Scout?

Presentation of the Eagle Badge:

Mr. Chris Williamson:  It is now time for the presentation of the Eagle Scout award.  Will Jordan’s parents please come forward? (they do)

Mrs. O’Guin:  Jordan, your parents have undoubtedly been your primary source of help and strength.  No one will ever know the unnumbered acts of self-sacrifice from your mother.  I’d like your mother to pin the Eagle medal on your uniform. (she does so)


In recognition of your mother’s devotion, please present her with this Eagle mother’s pin.  (Jordan pins on mother’s pin and kisses mother).

Mr. Ruckle:  Your father has been the source of much advice and guidance along the Eagle trail, so I’d like him to present the Eagle Scout certificate to you.  (he does so).


In return, please present your father with this Eagle lapel pin (and shakes fathers’ hand).

Jordan says a few words and presents Mr. Ruckle and Mrs. O’Guin with gift.

Mrs. O’Guin:  And now, it gives me great pleasure to present to you, Eagle Scout Jordan Whitlock.  (applause)

Mr. Williamson:  I now call on Pastor Rider to give our benediction.
